+ IN INDONESIA, with the largest Muslim population
in the world, the government requires all citizens to

carry an identification card which includes their
religion. The government promotes a belief called
Pancasila, meaning that all may choose to follow
Christianity, Islam, Buddhism, or Hinduism, but in
reality, Muslims receive preferential treatment.

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regular religious services were to cease
immediately. In recent weeks, several
churches in West Java have been forced to
close.

On December 22, Indonesian police
pledged to provide tighter security for
churches during Christmas and New Year
celebrations, after one of their own was
arrested in connection with the murder of a
Christian village chief on the island of
Sulawesi. Then on Christmas Eve itself in
central Sulawesi, a pastor was riding a
motorcycle when he was attacked by a
machetewielding mob. He suffered deep
wounds to his neck and face. This attack took
place despite 180,000 police and military
personnel on alert to prevent a repeat of the
violence around Christmas time seen in
previous years.

¢ THE STORY WAS THE SAME ON SRI LANKA. On
December 13, a hand grenade was thrown at the

Jesus Lives Church in Orugodawatte, though there
were no injuries. Then unknown assailants set fire
to St. Mi chael 6s Cat hol i
the early hours of December 19. As Christmas Day
drew near, along with the anniversary of the funeral
for a prominent Buddhist leader, there were
concerns that violence would increase.

¢ THEN ON DECEMBER 26, the most powerful
earthquake recorded in 40 years occurred on the sea
bed west of Indonesia, causing a tsunami which
destroyed towns, tourist centers, and infrastructure
near the coasts of western Indonesia and nearly all
of Sri Lanka.

There is still need for prayer for the survivors.
And may God bless the Christians as they live the
Gospel during the rebuilding of their homelands.
The book of Revelation
news looks more and more like the fulfillment of
prophecy. Keep praying! o]

Sacred, or Secular?

As Christians (in the full spiritual and intellectual sense) living in a society
that seems to pride itself in increasing secularism, we operate in a constant ten-
sion. What weknow from Scripture and from revelation militates against what a
godless society attempts to force on us. One of those secularist attempts is the
postmodern demand to divorce the State from any connection with or dependen-
cy on traditional (much less Biblical) standards of morality. This cannot succeed
in maintaining a stable Society.

Below are a few thoughts on the issue gleaned from two early Presidents.

First is John Adams, Signer of the Declaration of Independence, and second
President of the United States. His thinking was very clear regarding public and
private morality, and his words provide good armament in the present struggle.
