HE long story of Godôs relation-

ship with man unfolds in a wind-

ing stream through the entire Bi-

ble. It starts at Eden and finishes 

in the Millennial Reign of Christðand even 

then itôs not over. What a majestic story it all is! 

We would have to agree that its high 

point (so far) has been the Incarnation, Death, 

and Resurrection of Jesus: God made flesh, 

our Redeemer. But along the way, several 

momentous turning points arrest our attention. 

One of these was the delivery of the Law of 

God on Mt. Sinai to a ragged host of newly-

freed slaves. 

There they were, all spread out on the 

gravelly plain, practically still out of breath 

with their hasty flight from Egypt and mental-

ly stunned by the events that had freed them. 

And Moses! What an amazing man he had 

proved to be, raising that rod, commanding 

the elements, marching straight into the sea, 

fearless, fiery, frank, and sometimes frustrat-

ed. But nothing seemed too much for him. 

He gets the vast horde into the heart of 

the wilderness, directs their encampment 

around the foot of an obscure granite height, 

ascends that heightðand then! He actually 

hears from God Himself. Thereôs something 

awesome going on here: God, the Creator of 

the Universe, is entering the human story in 

space and time, right before their eyes and 

ears. They could see the Cloud, and they 

could actually hear Him speak! And Moses is 

at the center of it all. He has been invited into 

a relationship with God thatôs truly incredible: 

he hears God. He talks with God. He obeys 

God. He is on speaking terms with the Infi-

nite, the Omniscient, the Omnipotent. Unim-

aginable. 

And Moses is fully aware of the immense 

gulf between his puny strength and Godôs 

thunderous power. So what does he do about 

it? Right there at Sinaiôs foot, he prays. That 

story (in Exodus 33) must be one of the most 

unusual accounts in all human history: a man, 

a mere man addresses the Eternal God and 

makes an audacious (but utterly necessary) 

request. Which is what? 

ñShow me now Thy ways, that I may 

know Thee.ò 
The ñways of God.ò As distinguished 

from what? From the ways of man, thatôs 

what. Thereôs a difference, a most profound 

difference, and we mere mortals will never be 

at home with God until we first learn, and 

then adopt His ways in place of ours. If Heav-

en is where God is, and if Heaven is our goal, 

we better pay close attention to this. 

 

Thatôs what weôre going to explore here 

this year. What are some of the ñways of 

Godò? And how can we learn them? Itôs a 

rich mine of wealth that ought to provide the 

best of soul nourishment for those whose 

hearts are like the heart of Moses: humble 

enough to listen. 

This issue begins with thoughts from a 

mature man of God, who urges us to enroll in 

the ñSchool of Godôs Ways.ò Then a devoted 

young college student shares her enthusiasm 

in having discovered that God is ñfor us.ò He 

is on our side, and Heôs going to see that His 

ways replace ours. So be encouraged!  

Thus God opens up His riches in His way 

and at His own discretion. Letôs see what 

Heôs teaching us through these folks, and letôs 

hold fast to His ways.                                   \

The Ways of God  
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W  HEN we talk about 

Godôs ways it is 

sometimes hard to 

get an accurate mental picture. The 

word ñwayò is a little vague and 

hard to pin down. At the same time 

we know right off what we mean 

when we hear expressions like the-

se: 
 

He has this funny way about 

him. 

Thatôs just the way he is. 

Itôs not the words you used but 

the way you said it. 

Itôs either his way or the high-

way. 

Why do you always have to 

have your way? 

Heôs just set in his ways. 
 

Most of these statements stem 

from observing personality differ-

ences. Any student of human be-

havior will tell you that there are 

certain types of personalities that 

behave in predictable ways. 

Thereôs the choleric whose life 

motto is, ñLetôs do it my way.ò 

Then thereôs the sanguine who in-

sists that we ñDo it the fun way.ò 

In addition thereôs the melancholic 

who wants to ñDo it the right 

way.ò And finally thereôs the 

phlegmatic: ñLetôs do it the easy 

way.ò These figures of speech tell 

a lot about someone in a few 

words. 

The Bible uses similar lan-

guage when describing God. Alt-

hough He insists on doing things 

His way, He gives place to our 

way when we are stubborn and 

rebellious. Thatôs how He teaches 

us that ñThe way of the transgres-

sor is hard.ò Once we learn that 

lesson and begin to perceive that 

maybe God knows what Heôs talk-

ing about, we see that His ways are 

desirable. And then we find that 

His way is more than just the right 

way; in the long run itôs the easy 

way. After that it becomes fun. 

God has His way of doing 

things, and He has ways that we 

need to know about. As we study 

them, we find they are generally 

divided into two major categories. 

One describes the manner in which 

God operates and the other de-

scribes His paths or principles that 

should govern our conduct. Letôs 

look at each of these categories. 
 

How does God work?  
Many Christians are familiar 

with the famous passage in Isaiah 

55 that tells us that Godôs ways are 

not our ways. Then it goes on to 

say that His ways are as high 

above ours as the heavens are 

higher than the earth. Itôs not ex-

actly an encouraging thought to 

realize that we are that far out of 

touch with His ways. But though it

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may be disheartening, we may 

thank God that this isnôt the whole 

story. Just one verse earlier in Isai-

ah it says, ñLet the wicked forsake 

His way.ò The implication is that if 

you forsake your way, thereôs 

something better to replace it. Ap-

parently there is more to the story. 

It gets much better. 

The Bible is clear that we have 

a chance to rise higher than human 

nature and embrace the ways of 

God. It is what God is hoping for 

and expecting. Thatôs the message 

in Deuteronomy 10:12 where He 

says, ñWhat doth Jehovah thy God 

require of thee, but to fear Jehovah 

thy God, to walk in all His ways.ò 

Moses knew what he was talking 

about. Years before this writing he 

was almost crushed with the bur-

den of leading the Israelites out of 

Egypt. They had come to an im-

passe where the whole expedition 

looked like it was going to crash in 

flames. Moses cried out to God in 

agony, ñShow me now Thy ways 

that I may know Thee.ò In other 

words he realized that the way they 

were headed was leading to disas-

ter and that they were all doomed. 

Without those higher ways, they 

would never get out of the wilder-

ness. 

Since Mosesô time people have 

been seeking the ways of God and 

finding them to be trustworthy and 

healing. Just consider the wealth of 

the following passages: 
 

The Rock, His work is perfect; 

for all His ways are justice. 

(Deuteronomy 32:4) 

Jehovah is righteous in all His 

ways, and gracious in all His 

works. (Psalms 145:17) 

Her [Wisdomôs, i.e. Godôs] 

ways are ways of pleasantness, 

and all her paths are peace. 

(Proverbs 3:17) 

Stand ye in the ways and see, 

and ask for the old paths, 

where is the good way; and 

walk therein, and ye shall find 

rest for your souls. (Jeremiah 

6:16) 

Thou madest known unto me 

the ways of life; thou shalt 

make me full of gladness with 

thy countenance. (Acts 2:28) 
 

When we understand the good-

ness of Godôs ways and the eager-

ness with which some have pur-

sued them, we may well ask how 

we too can be one of the favored 

ones who enter into this inheritance? 

 
How do we find His ways?  

 

The Bible offers several an-

swers. In the first place we need to 

recognize the poverty and futility 

of our own waywardness. We must 

heed the Scripture that tells us, 

ñThere is a way that seemeth right 

unto a man; but the end thereof are 

the ways of deathò (Proverbs 

14:12). When it comes to seeking 

our own way, the flesh cannot be 

trusted. Following its impulses will 

get us nowhere unless we take 

Godôs advice through Jeremiah, 

who tells us to ñamend your ways 

and your doings and I will cause 

you to dwell in this placeò (7:3). 

Whenever we move toward God to 

amend our ways, He responds like 

this: ñI have seen his ways, and 

will heal him; I will lead him also 

and restore comforts unto him and 

to his mournersò (Isaiah 57:18). 

Amending here is just another 

word for repenting. After doing 

that, we can call on the Lord with 

expectation. We can join the 

Psalmist in crying, ñTurn away 

mine eyes from beholding vanity, 

and quicken me in thy ways.ò Af-

ter a prayer like this, we can be 

sure that He will do for us what he 

did for Moses: ñHe made known 

his ways unto Moses, His doings 

unto the children of Israel.ò Simply 

asking God for a revelation of His 

ways is a good first step. 

We soon find, however, that 

learning Godôs ways means more 

than just asking. Itôs a lifelong pro-

cess that usually involves quite a 

bit of surgery on some of our ma-

jor organsðnamely the mind and 

the heart. But it all begins in the 

heart. 

At first it seems easy. When 

we first get saved we readily 

choose His ways. In the beginning 

itôs almost like strolling up a gentle 

incline. Thatôs the idea you get in 1 

Kings where Solomon prays, ñthat 

He may incline our hearts unto 

Him, to walk in all His ways.ò 

Sometimes this incline can even 

offer an exhilarating ride up on the 

high places with God. Thatôs what 

happened to king Jehoshaphat. We 
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are told that his heart ñwas lifted 

up in the ways of Jehovah.ò 

There was more to it, however, 

as Jehoshaphat and all the rest of 

us find out. God is not just offering 

bursts of inspiration and achieve-

ment. He is after a fundamental 

renovation of our hearts. He calls 

us ñto walk in all His waysò and to 

love Him and serve Him with all 

our hearts and souls. In other 

words we cannot walk in His ways 

if He doesnôt have every bit of our 

hearts. That is why He says in 

Proverbs, ñMy son, give me thy 

heart; and let thine eyes delight in 

my ways.ò 

Giving our heart to God is also 

a lifelong process. As we surrender 

bit by bit we find an ever-

increasing joy when we discover 

what itôs like to have our heart 

healed and at peace with the God 

who created it. Then we are told to 

take further measures and ñguardò 

our heart because it contains the 

springs of life. These springs lead 

us into the ways of God. 

The íSchool of Waysî 
 

This process of seeking and 

finding the ways of God is further 

augmented by other practices. One 

of them calls for an active enroll-

ment in Godôs ñschool of ways.ò 

King David enrolled in this school 

when he said, ñShow me thy ways, 

O Jehovah; teach me thy 

pathsò (Psalms 25:4). We are 

taught by going to school. And we 

have to embrace the curriculum 

and take the lessons as they are 

handed out. We may think some 

courses irrelevant, and we may 

question the wisdom of our Head-

master, but remember, His ways 

are higher. 

Donôt ever think youôre alone 

in this school or that it has no re-

sult. This course of study is soon to 

become the wave of the future. 

The Bible says that someday 

ñmany peoples shall go and say, 

come ye, and let us go up to the 

mountain of Jehovah, to the house 

of the God of Jacob; and He will 

teach us of his ways, and we will 

walk in His paths.ò 

If we stick to our lessons our 

Teacher will see to it that we become 

qualified to teach others. David 

describes this process in Psalm 51 

where he calls on God to create a 

ñclean heartò and renew in him a 

ñright spirit.ò Then, he says, ñI will 

teach transgressors thy ways.ò We 

donôt have to be in graduate school 

before we can help others to walk 

in His ways. Paul echoed this same 

theme when he sent this word to 

the church in Corinth: ñFor this 

cause have I sent unto you Timo-

thy, who is my beloved and faith-

ful child in the Lord, who shall put 

you in remembrance of my ways 

which are in Christ.ò 

This statement, by the way, 

reveals Paulôs deep level of experi-

ence with the Lord. He had devel-

oped so much in His ways that he 

could equate his own ways with 

those of Christ. He could say that 

if people watched him they could 

see what Godôs ways would look 

like in the flesh. The point is that 

we cannot succeed in this school 

without human mentors who are so 

filled with the Spirit that they show 

us what it means to walk in His 

ways. That was why God sent John 

the Baptist. He was commissioned 

to ñprepare the way of the Lord.ò 

In other words it was his job to 

show people how to prepare their 

hearts for the coming One and 

walk in His ways. Anyone who 

thinks he can advance in the school 

of Christ without human teachers 

is heading for a fall. 

This school is always in ses-

sion, too. We are slow learners. 

After all weôve seen and done, we 

must still say with Job that these 

are just the ñoutskirts of His 

ways.ò Someday weôll join the 

multitude on the sea of glass as 

they sing the song of Moses and 

the song of the Lamb saying, 

ñGreat and marvelous are thy 

works, O Lord God the Almighty; 

righteous and true are thy ways, 

thou King of the ages.ò And then 

the music will just be starting. It 

will take ages to get to the last 

verseðif there ever is one. 

So let the music roll! ñHe 

raised us up with Him, and made 

us to sit with Him in the heavenly 

places, in Christ Jesus: that in the 

ages to come He might show the 

exceeding riches of His grace in 

kindness toward us in Christ Je-

susò (Ephesians 2:6ï7).               \

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H  AVE you ever been 

discouraged? Have you 

ever felt weak to the 

point of exhaustion? So did Daniel. 

He expressed it this way, ñFor now 

no strength remains in me, and no 

breath is left in me.ò 

So if today you feel like your 

strength is gone and your very 

breath takes an effort, then listen to 

the words of Godôs messenger in 

reply to Daniel, but hear them as if 

spoken directly to your own heart: 

ñO man (or woman) greatly 

loved,ò he began, and Iôd like to 

pause right there. Before you can 

accurately grasp Godôs ways, you 

must understand His heart attitude 

toward you. This is basic, but 

deep: He is not a tyrannical master; 

instead, He loves you greatly. God 

prefers you. You are His favorite. 

God treasures you. You are im-

mensely valuable to Him. In fact, 

the Creator of the universe desires 

you. He wants you. He cherishes 

you. He desires more than any-

thing the chance to lavish his af-

fection on you. 

Once we perceive this, weôre 

in the right frame of mind to hear 

the next part of Godôs message to 

Daniel: ñFear not, peace be with 

you.ò God does not ask Daniel 

nicely, ñDanny boy, please donôt 

be afraid.ò He commands him: 

Fear not! This might seem like a 

lot to ask, but God knows His own 

heart toward Daniel, and when we 

begin to understand the depth of 

Godôs care for us (for He is ñno 

respecter of personsò), there is no 

room for fear. Godôs command to 

ñfear notò is rather obvious when 

we see that He is only interested in 

the best for us. More, as if His love 

were not enough, He sends the gift 

of peace, as well. The kind of 

peace that God gives does not 

make sense. It ñpasses understand-

ing.ò It blows our minds. It enables 

us to face impossible situations 

with perfect confidence. 

Now back to Danielôs story: 

Godôs message to him is not yet 

finished. He continues, ñBe strong 

and of good courage.ò In the He-

brew the word for ñstrongò is used 

twice in a row; in English it would 

look something like, ñBe strong, 

be strong.ò Once again, this com-

mand is predicated on the fact that 

we are greatly loved by God Al-

mighty. When we know Godôs 

love, it is then possible to be 

strong, to be brave, to be gallant, to 

be courageous, and to be valiant. 

So when we feel weak and cow-

ardly and like crawling into a hole 

to hide, we need to ask God how 

much He loves us. It wonôt work to 

grab our own bootstraps and pull 

ourselves up and attempt to stand. 

Weôll only fall again. But when we 

look to God and see His passion 

for us, strength will course through 

our veins. Did it work for Daniel? 

Look at his reply: ñAnd as he 

spoke to me, I was strengthened.ò 

It is Godôs very nature to en-

courage His loved ones. This is 

fundamental to His ways. 

Just yesterday, I felt His call to 

change in a specific and difficult 

way. I lay in bed last night, my 

mind wandering restlessly through 

the unknown territory ahead. Una-

ble to sleep, I picked up my Bible 

and read the Word of God through 

Moses: ñFor this commandment 

that I command you today is not 

too hard for you, neither is it far 

off é the word is very near you. It 

is in your mouth and in your heart, 

so that you can do it.ò That last 

phrase struck my very being. You 

can do it. God reached down 

through my uncertainty and shout-

ed, ñYOU CAN DO IT!ò 

And Heôll do the same for any-

one. Whatever mountain we may 

face, God is there to say, ñYou can 

climb it!ò Whatever race weôre 

running God says, ñYou can win 

it!ò He is right alongside, cheering 

us on to the finish line. So, my 

friends, letôs keep running!         \

NORTH KOREA 
At the top of the list once again is 

North Korea. Although exact fig-

ures are difficult to obtain, it is be-

lieved that tens of thousands of 

Christians are currently suffering 

in North Korean prison camps, and at least 20 Chris-

tians were shot or beaten to death while in detention in 

2004. Yet, according to reports received by Open 

Doors, the Church in North Korea continues to grow. 

Let us continue to lift up the needs of our fellow be-

lievers in North Korea and all the people in other 

countries. 

 

CHINA 
On October 24, 2005, fifty Chi-

nese protestant leaders were re-

leased by authorities following 

the intervention of U. S. high 

officials, as reported by a Chinese Christian persecu-

tion watchdog group. The release was ordered from 

the Chinese central government because of increasing 

international pressure on this case. 

The leaders had been attending a retreat, when the 

Public Security Bureau (PSB) and the religious affairs 

officials of the city of Boading arrested them around 

4:00 p.m. on October 20. The retreat, which gathered 

leaders of independent house churches from over 20 

provinces, was planned to discuss how best to help the 

poor, orphaned, and the floating population in urban 

areas. 

After the arrests, the China Aid Association 

(CAA) as well as religious and secular media reported 

on the incident, thus prompting the reaction of U.S. 

officials 

According to the CAA, one of the church leaders, 

a 35-year-old law school graduate Dai Hong had been 

repeatedly beaten by the PSB both at the time of the 

arrest and during interrogation. Please pray that the 

church leaders in China will be protected from future 

arrests. 
 

ISRAEL 
We must never forget to pray for 

the protection of the Israeli people. 

They are being threatened from 

every side. The terror group, Ha-

mas, is threatening to end a so-

called ñcease fireò with Israel. Hamas says they gained 

nothing from the cease-fire with Israel, and it might 

end the ñtruceò after Palestinian elections in January. 

Hamas leader Mahmoud al Zahar said the organization 

still seeks the destruction of Israel. 

While we are on the subject of praying for Israel, 

they request prayer that the fall and winter rains will 

be sufficient to fill all the depleted reservoirs and aqui-

fers, including the Sea of Galilee. Showers early in the

H OW would you like to be the 

complete husband? Would you be 

interested in a practical guide to 

Biblical ñhusbandingò? Lou Pri-

oloôs new release on this subject is 

good enough to deserve some 

attention to its highlights and 

strong points. 

From the introduction to the 

final appendix, he has a way of 

capturing attention. Here are his 

opening lines: 

 

The book youôre holding in 

your hands is probably going 

to hit you right between the 

eyes! It may disturb you 

greatly. It will, no doubt, 

convict you of things you had 

no idea were wrong in your 

life. It may even make you 

angryðso that you may feel 

like throwing it against the 

wall or tearing it to shreds. 

Reading it, you might be 

tempted to say, ñThis is im-

possible! Nobody can con-

sistently do the things written 

in this book!ò 

With that welcoming begin-

ning the author proceeds to outline 

what the Bible requires of a hus-

band and how he can go about 

obeying it. Let me briefly summa-

rize each chapter. 

 

Chapter one: ñI Wish She Came 

With an Ownerôs Manual.ò Here 

we are given the Biblical model 

for companionship and how it 

can be realized when the hus-

band learns how to reveal him-

self to his wife. 

Chapter two: ñBack to School for 

the Rest of My Life!ò This is a 

reminder that understanding 

your wife is a lifelong assign-

ment. It includes a section on 

understanding women in general 

and your wife in particular. 

Chapter three: ñSo Whatôs There 

to Talk About?ò Here weôre told 

that there are over forty commu-

nication commands in the New 

Testament epistles. Then we are 

given a little blueprint for en-

couraging communication on 

specific topics of vital interest to 

any family. 

Chapter four: ñA Crash Course in 

Biblical Communication.ò This 

is all about communicating in 

such a way as to maintain unity 

of spirit. It includes a Biblical 

communication inventory de-

signed to reveal flaws in this 

area. 

Chapter five: ñHow to Love Your 

Wife (Part One).ò This chapter 

reveals selfishness as the root 

cause of all marriage problems 

and then goes on to explore the 

specific ways that Christ loved 

the church. By using this model 

a man can learn to love his wife. 

Chapter six: ñHow to Love Your 

Wife (Part Two).ò Building on 

chapter one the author goes on 

to deal with anger, bitterness, 

and forgiveness. It also includes 

a helpful list of ñhot buttonò 

items that may reveal where 

anger is likely to spring from. 

Chapter seven: ñHow to Fight 

Back Without Getting Even.ò 

This is all about overcoming 

evil with good. It shows how to 

respond to your wife with love 

when she sins against you. 

Chapter eight ñPleasing Possibili-

ties.ò Learning to please others 

is so basic that it is sometimes 

ignored as a study topic. Here it 

comes in for concentrated study.  

Chapter nine: ñHoney You Need a 

Bath.ò Here we are shown how 
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
