N THE ROLE of Elizabeth Bennett in my high

school’s play of “Pride and Prejudice,” I once
quoted this line: “The more I see of the world, the
more I am dissatisfied with it.” Nice line for a play,
but did I really feel it to be true or expect it to be my
experience in life? Not at alll As a senior in high
school, the world was open before me with many
opportunities for adventure. People who were
dissatisfied with the world were just frustrated
idealists and cynics.

But a mere thirteen years later, having
experienced a little more of what the world can dish
out, I can now relate to Elizabeth Bennett’s sentiment.
I would put it this way: “Until the end of the age, the

It was unsettling to conclude that I am homeless.

Perhaps this is why God tells us in Isaiah 2 to
fiStop regarding man, whose breath of life is in his
nostrils.” But instead of just stopping something and
leaving a void, we should fill that space with
something else: the certainty that “Jehovah reigns.”
As the hymn says: “Turn your eyes upon Jesus. Look
full in his wonderful face, and the things of earth will
grow strangely dim in the light of
his glory and grace.” So this is what
I’'m telling myself: instead of
wallowing in Elizabeth Bennett&
dissatisfaction, for me, it’s
iJehovah reigns!

Let me illustrate. I’'m one of
those with an almost insatiable
compulsion to keep up to date with
current events. Often when I'm
doing chores or making dinner, I
have the radio on to listen to news or talk shows.
Recently though, I’ve wondered if my spiritual and
emotional diet have been glutted with too much
media. Even the “good” media can be dangerous,
because if problems are approached on a merely
humanistic level, then no matter how ‘“fair and
balanced” the reporting may be, the conclusion is
hopeless: man, left to himself, is corrupt and will
inevitably self-destruct.

The old adage “You are what you eat” might also
be true with a different twist: “You are what you
listen to.” Between the obsession with swine flu and
the controversies over its vaccine, financial chaos
ruining communities and individuals, willfully
incompetent politicians, megalomaniac dictators
making threatening noises and nuclear rumors,
gobbledygook from the White House, not to mention
local news of car-jackings, murders of children,
devastating floods... it can be depressing, to say the
least. These examples are not just theoretical, random
excerpts from imaginary news stories: these are all

stories about it. Once I’d talked about it with my
husband, he helped distill my jitters down to this:

life I went to Kenya this past year, and it was a
great experience. My sister Anna has been over there
for about a year, volunteering her life for a greater
goal, seeking to help the less fortunate and
underprivileged of the country. She has been doing
tremendous good, really making her mark on the
people that she is associating with. So I thought,
fHey, I’'m a good guy; God has given me some skills.

Everyone just calls it Heritage. Started by a middle-
aged Christian couple about seven years ago, Heritage
currently provides food, shelter and schooling for 90
children.

I was very quickly put to work repairing desks,
building benches, shelves and new desks, and
whatever other handyman work I was capable of. The
school and the orphanage were about a quarter mile
apart, and there were several trips back and forth each
day. Much of the work I did was at the school, so
while the children were in
class, I would be in the
ficourtyard,” the empty dirt
lot in the middle of the
sheet-metal classrooms,
doing my work. Whenever
they had a recess (break-
time, tea-time, lunchtime),
I would leave off working
to play with them or go eat
with them. Sometimes I
would sit in on classes if |
had no work left that day,
just listening or chipping in
answers to questions [
knew.

All the people that comprised my little world over
there were just great. The staff at the orphanage, the
teachers at the school, the children themselves, were
all quite open and friendly and easy to get along with.
I loved being able to spend so much time each day
with the kids, just fooling around and having fun
together. They had many games they had made up to
make use of the few things around that were readily
available. Bottle caps, plastic bags and jugs, and even
corn husks were transformed into soccer balls,
windmills, cars and kites.

Looking at them, I would say to myself, “Wow,




they have so little, and yet they’re so content.”
Meanwhile, they, who had no idea they had so little,
gaily made their way through each day, laughing and
playing, and really blessing me—and I have so much,
yet manage to complain about it anyway. Such great
kids they are, such amazing kids: 1 feel blessed that
God gave me the chance to be a part of their world for
three months.

I went over to Kenya very much with the idea of
doing any mission work that
I found to do and really -
being a light to those I met.
So while I never led a huge
revival meeting and
baptized hundreds into
Christ’s family, I managed
in my own small way to get
the Word out while there. I
had multiple chances to
preach a short sermon to the
kids, either in church or in
morning devotions. I really *
felt God’s hand with me in _
coming up with something
to say that would be clearly
understood and could be
readily applied in the lives of those listening.

Besides that, I tried to just be friendly and open
and walk with a smile on my face as I went here and
there throughout the day. Many times I was stopped
by a passerby and had the chance to share why I was
there, and what work I was doing. Soon enough I had
a whole network of townspeople with whom to share
a wave and a friendly greeting as I passed. These
people were just happy that I was there, doing what I
could. Sure, there were a few who were not as warm
or friendly, but for the most part it was obvious that it
meant so much to people that I was there, the rich,
white American, doing what I could to help out and
bless others.

It doesn’t take much, when it comes right down to
it, to make someone else’s life better, and help
someone less fortunate than yourself. I decided while
I was over there that I would make Jesus’ line from
Matthew 25:40 my theme verse. “Verily I say unto
you, Inasmuch as ye did it unto one of these My
brethren, even these least, ye did it unto Me.” I love
the thought that all I have to do is reach out in my
own small way to help someone I know, and I can be
following in the footsteps of Jesus and pleasing His
heart as I go.

I was staying with my sister, living in the
fimuzungu (white person) oasis” as it came to be

called. She is a hostess for an international
organization, which sends her volunteers from all
around the world to work in the nearby medical clinic.
This gave me another opportunity to share my faith,
as every so often it would come up how different I
was—why didn’t I go out drinking with them? Why
didn’t I try to find myself a Kenyan girlfriend? Why
wasn’t I telling off-color stories like the rest of them?
So while I never took the chance to sit any of them
down and share the gospel
with them, I trust that I
planted a few seeds that
God will bring to fruition

. somewhere down the road.
So that was about it.
When [ started to run out of
money, I bought my plane
ticket home and prepared to
get back to normal life. It
was hard to say good-bye.
Many were the kids that I
had formed close bonds
with and practically thought
. of as my own children. I left
. them, promising to stay in
touch, write letters, and
send them a DVD with a home movie of what my life
is like. I don’t know if God will ever lead me to go
back there again, but I am so thankful for the chance I
had to follow in the footsteps of Jesus, and be a part

of something so much bigger than myself.

I was really blessed by God all the time, though, because He had mercy on me. One time American peo-
ple came to Thailand and helped us build a church and school. When that started, I began going to the school we
called CFI [Christian Freedom International], of which Mr. Jacobson is the president. When he came to visit, |
asked him, “Mr. Jacobson, can I go with you?” But he told me, “You don’t have a passport; how can you go
with me?” But he told me pray about it. I knew we couldn’t do anything, but God can do everything for us! The
only thing we need to do is obey and believe and pray, and He will answer prayer.

I started then and prayed like crazy for about a month—and then I began to get an answer to my prayers.

HEN OUR LORD commenced His famous
sermon with those eight “Blesseds” none
carried with it so high a reward as the sixth. Those
who are found to be “pure in heart,” He promised,
shall do what no man has ever yet done— “see God.”
There is no privilege or thrill higher than that. It is the

way. Many more or less pagan societies, even though
nominally “Christian,” have so long condoned sexual
looseness that their national consciences are seared
over on the subject. The man among them who lives a
pure life is considered subnormal or some kind of
freak.

We have to care and care terribly; we@e got to have a sense

ultimate.

Various things pollute the heart. Coveting makes
a man dirty inside; hatred also blackens him; lying
darkens his very faculties; unbelief in God’s promises
casts a heavy shadow. All these sins corrupt the heart
and bring on its disintegration, but nothing so stains a
person as misuse of the sex desire. There is good
reason why the term impurity has become associated
with this brand of sin. It may not seem as horrid as
some of these other errors, but it is—and for that very
reason it becomes all the harder to dislodge.

Sexual impurity is an appetite. Hatred is not; lying
is not; even unbelief somehow runs counter to nature.
People succumb to those things, but despise
themselves for doing so. It is different with impurity.
It has a lure and a forbidden sweetness; and it is so
universal that people excuse themselves for giving
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America is drifting in that direction. I will not
concede that our nation is as lewd as our advertising
would suggest. There is still a capacity for revulsion
among us. But a steady drift there certainly is, and
nothing seems able to stem it. I believe it is time for
plain talk.

For the battle can be won. Jesus did not speak
those words to mock us. Men and women can be
fipure in heart”—clean from the inside out. The
greatness of the reward indicates that the struggle will
be harder than most; but never are we made to
understand that it must be a losing struggle—not for
anybody.

In fact I believe that the devil has magnified the
difficulties and tried to scare us into defeat. God
plainly intends us all to be just like Jesus Christ on
this matter. John’s first epistle remarks almost




casually “every one who has this hope (the hope of
Jesus’ return) set on him, purifies himself even as He
is pure.” Notice he wrote “e v e r y Thera 8 no0
need for any failure whatever for him who believes in
Jesus and the Bible.

How can we win this battle? We
have to have the desire first: | will not
let this dirt cling to me any longeWe
have to care and care terribly; we’ve
got to have a sense of shame. We’ve
got to close our ears to the soothing of
psychologists who tell us that
unrestrained sex desire is nothing to be
ashamed of. It is something to be
fearfully ashamed of. America ought
to be scarlet with shame this very
moment.

Then we must face the truth and
not hide from our own consciences. If
we are dirty minded we must admit it.
If we have committed acts forbidden
by God’s Word, we must confess them
and name ourselves by the same names that the Bible
does. Much of the power of impurity is broken by
honesty and frankness, first with our selves, second
with any other person affected. Do not keep it under
cover and masquerade as something you are not. Sin
proliferates in the darkness, but withers when exposed
to the light of God’s Word.

Here are some steps that will help us make
intelligent warfare on this debasing enemy.

The Beauties and the Agonies

of Waiting

by Robert Adams, Jerusalem, Israel

Though it tarries, wait for it; for it will certainly come!

OW THAT TI'VE

been in Israel for
almost two years, I find myself
reflecting on the difference in my
perspective. Following ten or
twelve years of specific prepara-
tion before I came, the first

messengers and the tribes to move
past the obstacles and experience
complete transformation of their
lifestyle and culture, as they let
God’s Word work in their lives.
As I read these stories, I look at

the toughest people group on
earth. Since the beginning of their
history, they have had a very thor-
ough and complete education in
God’s ways, and long before the
Messiah came, God was preparing

them for His advent. For

days and months here felt
much like a honeymoon.
Many things were new: the
land, the customs, and the
people. Many experiences
were new: finding a place to
live, getting furniture, and

establishing a routine for &

carrying out the watchman’s
intercessory role. Moving
repeatedly from apartment to
apartment took time, but it
also familiarized us with

more than 2000 years, the
good news has been availa-
ble to them. My own grand-
father was here more than
100 years ago praying ear-
nestly that this tribe would
turn to the Messiah, and
even though millions of
them now live in the land in
answer to his and others’
prayers, only a tiny minority
have accepted their Messiah.

So how do we deal with

much more of the City. We
have also had opportunity to meet
many, many new people. But by
now a lot of the newness has worn
off, and so we are in a different
phase.

In the last year or so,
we’ve read several books about
westerners presenting the good
news to native peoples for the first
time. It’s inspiring to see how
God’s Spirit prepared both the

my own situation. I don’t find
such dramatic obstacles, but nei-
ther have I experienced such dra-
matic results.

The other day, though, I
had a different thought. As I was
driving out of Jerusalem and look-
ing at the outlying hills, which are
being covered with new housing
developments, I realized that the
“tribe” to which [ am sent may be
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the ongoing dearth of visible
results? Probably you are asking
the same question regarding some
subject that you’re praying about.
Let me give you another illustra-
tion. Not long ago I became ac-
quainted with a couple who were
married as unbelievers. One happy
day, the wife heard about Jesus
and gave her life to Him. The re-
sult? Her husband left her and
their child. For about a year, she




prayed desperately for his return.
In this case, thank God, the hus-
band came back, and they are now
following the Lord together as
earnest Christians.

But many situations are
not so easily or so quickly re-
solved. I personally know of sev-
eral. In one case, the wife

at it, and keep at it. He wants us to
remind Him so often that He gets
no rest, ever, as long as it takes.
And in this is the assurance that
making Jerusalem a praise iS His
will, and He will bring it about.

It also helps to remind
myself that to God, one day is like

it in its time!

This is consistent with
what I’ve seen God do in my per-
sonal life. Many times, things I
have desired, or even needed des-
perately have been delayed, but
then in God’s time, they suddenly
accelerate and hasten. Through it
all, He has never failed me;

lived with and prayed for her
unbelieving husband for
some 50 years. Finally, after
all those years of praying, he
came to the Lord and shortly
thereafter passed away. In a
few similar cases which have
yet to be positively resolved,
the wife has long ago learned
that saying anything to her
husband about Jesus or
Christianity is only counter-
productive. Talking doesn’t

anything that He knew to
be necessary has arrived.

I often like to tell Israelis
that my grandfather was
here praying for them. He
was not assigned with the
group that actually stayed
in Jerusalem and prayed for
seven years on the spot, but
he did join them on several
occasions. He also had the
privilege of taking the
prayer mission on around

do any good, and leaving
helpful books around is equally
ineffective. About all she can do is
live with certain agreed-upon pa-
rameters in her marriage, love
him, and pray.

In some ways that’s illus-
trative of our situation here. Talk-
ing, handing out books, and other
overt methods of sharing the good
news can range from mildly inef-
fective to wildly counterproduc-
tive. So we continue to do what
we can do: love them, pray, and
look for opportunities to do more.

So what would help us
continue to stay spiritually alive
and carry on this mission effec-
tively? Isaiah 62 gives one of our
main job descriptions, and one of
the principles that I find most
helpful: “Ye that are Jehovah's
remembrancers, take ye no rest,
and give Him no rest, until He
makes Jerusalem a praise in the
earth.” In other words, there will
be a lot of reminding to do, and we
might get tired of it. We might
even think that God would get
tired of it, but He reassures us that
He wantsus to keep at it, and keep

a thousand years, and a thousand
years is like one day. So it’s only
been a couple days since Jesus
was here, and if His children
haven’t figured it out yet, that’s
okay. They probably will in the
next day or so! (Oh please, Lord,
sooner than that! I don’t want to
wait another “minute” by your
time reckoning!)

Another helpful reminder
is Habakkuk 2:2-3, which says,
“Record the vision and inscribe it
on tablets, that the one who reads
it may run. For the vision is yet for
the appointed time; it hastens to-
ward the goal and will not fail.
Though it tarries, wait for it; for it
will certainly come, it will not de-
lay.” What a wealth of encourage-
ment this is, as we pray and look
for the Israel vision to come to
pass. There is the indication that it
will tarry (and it has tarried long,
by our standards), but then there’s
the practical advice to wait for it.
There’s also the double assurance
that “it will not fail” and “it will
surely come.” And then comes the
refreshing note that He will hasten

the world on board the
prayer ship Coronet Though he
had many adventures on sea and
land in serving the Lord, all was
not exciting and adventuresome.
There were plenty of negative ex-
periences, and many days and
years of weary routine, toiling and
praying. But in spite of his ups and
downs, my grandfather left me a
legacy of faithfulness. And before
he died in 1951, he got to witness
the birth of the resurrected nation
of Israel! A big step forward in the
fulfillment of the last days prophe-
cies had taken place, and his years
of prayer were not in vain.

So whether our ways and days
are exciting and filled with adven-
ture and visible answers to prayer,
or whether we have to go through
many long, routine days of
“patient continuance in well do-
ing,” let God’s record show that
we never gave Him any rest until
Jerusalem was a praise in the
earth! a

THE CASE FOR
CHRISTIAN LIBERTY

All is not well with the socialistic welfare state

EALTH INSUR-

ANCE REFORM,
environmental legislation, social
justice, tax policy. These conten-
tious issues drive the political de-
bate today in Washington and in-
spire varied emotions, from anger
to ennui, among the population at
large. Is there a “Christian” posi-
tion that ought to be observed on
the political issues of the day, or
do these matters transcend spiritu-
al concerns, demanding no more
loyalty from a follower of Christ
than one sports team over another?
Theologians have long
debated the question of the role of
the Christian in public life, some
coming down on the side of indif-
ference, others insisting on Chris-
tian dominion over every aspect of
political and cultural life. In these
days of unprecedented “change,” it
is most important for each of us to
understand not so much what theo-
logians contend, but what Scrip-
ture requires of us in these matters.
The first step in unravel-

ing the tangled messages confront-
ing us in the political realm is to

remember the basic rule of gov-
ernment. Fundamentally, the issue
is one of how men ought to be
governed. Theodore Roosevelt
summed it up well in describing
the tension between self-
government and political power.
“It behooves us,” he said “to re-
member that men can never escape
being governed. Either they must
govern themselves, or they must
submit to being governed by oth-
ers.” So throughout history, when
self-government (or more simply,
self-control) has failed to check
the immoral impulses of the hu-
man heart, government control has
increased to maintain order in so-
ciety and to provide for the
“common good.”

That, at least, is the con-
ventional wisdom. But missing
from the public debate, and from
most textbooks on political sci-
ence, is the more basic spiritual
truth—men are incapable of true
self-government. The Bible tells
us that once sin entered the human
heart, mankind began a steady spi-
ral downward into ever-increasing
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to di

immorality and fleshly desire. On-
ly divine intervention, first in No-
ah’s day, and later at Calvary, has
delivered our race from the death-
grip of sin. Without Christ, we do
not truly govern ourselves; we are,
in fact, “slaves to sin.”

Where there is slavery,
there is also mastery. In their revo-
lution, the French denounced God
and instead substituted the hard
master of central government to
arrest the worst outrages of human
behavior. But that itself soon col-
lapsed into a pit of corruption, as
the tyranny of aristocracy gave
way to that of atheistic central
power.

By contrast, the American
colonies, which embraced Christi-
anity, chose self-government (the
individual controlled by the hand
of his Divine Master), with a weak
central government. Such an ar-
rangement drove American pros-
perity and growth for the better
part of the next two hundred years.
It was only in the latter half of the
20" century, as America began to
turn from Christianity toward ma-

terialism, that government power
began its relentless ascendancy.

So it is that increasing
government control must be seen
not as a prudent exercise of power,
but an indictment of the failure on

is an inadequate remedy to the
problems of society. I repudiate
that position, as should all who
call themselves Christians. The
pilgrims did not embark upon their
journey to America to set up a

insist that their government take,
under threat of prison, money
from the man on the street and
give it to his poor neighbor.

the part of Christians in America
to insist upon their right to self-
government. The apostle Paul
repeatedly encourages followers of
Christ not to return again to the
shackles of the law. Admittedly,
Paul is making reference to the
law of Moses and of works-based
righteousness, yet the principle
applies in every domain of human
behavior, from private conduct to
public policy. Why, having been
set free to live a pure life in Christ,
would we desire to placed under
the bondage of the law?

Some would answer that
government control is necessary,
not for us, but for “those other
people” who do not live under the
Spirit’s control. There are two
flaws in this way of thinking.
First, government regulation binds
us all, Christian and non-Christian
alike. By binding others, we will-
fully choose to bind ourselves and
to sacrifice our liberty an inch at a
time. Every such sacrifice of indi-
vidual liberty is a further step
down the path which leads to the
loss of our very freedom to wor-
ship and live without fear. Already
in recent decades we have seen the
loss of religious freedom in Amer-
ica because many of her citizens
thought little of the harm to be
done by making small sacrifices in
the name of security and, more
insidiously, political correctness.

Secondly, we ought not to
advance the cause of government
intrusion into our lives, because it
is a tacit admission that the gospel

government welfare state. There
were no orphanages at Jamestown.
Daniel Boone did not penetrate the
frontier to bring government
health care to the settlers of Ken-
tucky. In every instance our fore-
fathers sought relief from govern-
ment tyranny, and sought to estab-
lish the right of men to live and

die by the grace of God and by the
application of their God-given tal-
ents and industry. And where suf-
fering took hold, they shared com-
monly in bearing one another’s
burdens, without a magistrate to
enforce good conduct.

Another argument for big
government is that we must rely
upon it to deliver charity and relief
to those unfortunates in society
who suffer hardship of some sort.
By this way of thinking, taxes are
imposed and the proceeds thereof
delivered to the poor and needy.
The problem with this reasoning is
that it substitutes government ac-
tion for personal responsibility.
Jesus taught His disciples to be
generous, to give to the poor, to
feed the hungry, and to clothe the
naked. He did not teach them to

tians. Yet this is what many Chris-
tians insist is the appropriate reme-
dy for our nation’s ills—increase
taxes on the “wealthy” (anyone
but “us”) and give the money to
the poor. Is this Christianity in
action, or is this taking the easy
way out of our personal responsi-
bility?

In fact, increasing taxation
in the past century has contributed
to a mindset in many Christians
that they need not personally at-
tend to the needs of others. In es-
sence, they “gave at the office,”
and therefore they are “off the
hook.” At the same time, the siren
call of prosperity and personal
comfort distracts many of us from
our diligence in good works. We
tend to shun the hard labor of fol-
lowing Jesus. None of us can
claim to have suffered the sacrific-
es for the Gospel that Paul en-
dured, but we can at least be open
to his invitation to, as he wrote to
Timothy, “Suffer hardship with
me, as a good soldier of Christ
Jesus.”

Let us choose instead to live
free, to insist upon our right to self
-government, to spread the gospel
of Jesus Christ, to be doers of the
Word, and to remember that
“where the Spirit of the Lord is,
there is Liberty”! a

CHRISTIANS TARGETED IN VI-
OLENT ATTACKS

HE VOICE OF THE MARTYRS received

several reports of violence against Christians in
India in one week last October, including the following
two incidents.

On the morning of October 25, four men entered
the Assembly of God church building in Old Hubli,
Kamataka during a worship service and started taking
notes and photographing the worshippers. When the
pastor’s wife, Radha David (42), asked them to sit
quietly and listen to the sermon, they immediately left.
A few minutes later, a group of approximately 50
Hindu militants stormed into the church. They
threatened the believers and dragged Pastor K.M.
David Raj (47) outside. The militants then collected the
Bibles, Christian literature and banners and burned
them in front of the church building. Police arrived on
scene and brought Pastor Raj, Radha, and three other
believers to the police station. At last report, the five
remained in police custody.

On the same day, Pastor Pavithra Kumar (28) was
brutally beaten following a morning worship service in
Mastoori town, Madhya Pradesh. Approximately 11
Hindus called Pastor Kumar outside where they
attacked him with their fists, wooden rods and field
hockey sticks. Pastor Kumar was able to escape his
assailants and run back inside the church building.
However, he was badly injured on his hands, chest,
back and head.

May God help these believers to keep their eyes on
Jesus, persevere in their faith, and not grow weary or
lose heart (Hebrews 12:1-3). And may those who seek
to hinder the work of the Church in India see the love
and grace of Jesus in the lives of Indian Christians.

STUDENT EXPELLED FROM
SCHOOL FOR HIS CHRISTIAN
FAITH

Chen Lee, a second-year high school student, was
officially expelled from Huashan Middle School on
October 20 after he signed a document confirming his
Christian faith, according to an October 25 report from
ChinaAid. The official notice of expulsion stated that
he “was found by Bazhou Public Security Agency and
other related agencies to have engaged in Christian
gatherings. His school was notified that it should
educate the student and persuade him to mend his
ways. However... this student persists in his belief that
he should not renounce his Christian belief. He can’t
promise that he will not believe in Christianity or
attend Christian activities.” Due to the expulsion, Chen
Le is now barred from taking the mandatory college
entrance exam, disallowing him to pursue further
education. Chen Le has responded saying, “I would
rather be forced out of school, than deny my faith.”

Thank God for this bold faith! And let’s ask God to
open a door for him so he may continue his education.

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If you wait until they are in their teens, you have
waited too long. Start when they are two or three, as
soon as they are old enough to know right from
wrong. Encourage them to confess disobedience.
Even if they have to be punished, you can still praise
them for owning up to what they did. And by praying
for them and displaying your love and pride in them,
you can leave them happy and relieved before they go
to bed that night.

Children need this kind of therapy, and when they
find the special peace that comes from sins forgiven,

appetite is not king. Much of the battle for purity is
won or lost right at the dinner table. Of course, if
parents never denied themselves they make poor
teachers for their children. But often parents find out,
after a pampered childhood, that they have been short-
changed. It is not hypocrisy for them to resolve to do
better by their children. Just remember this little item:
parents must bring their own passions under control
first. It will be hard, but never impossible.

One of the best ways for children to learn self-
control is to have a job—regular work, in the home or
out. As soon as a boy is old enough to carry papers or

they will always associate it with confessing to their
parents as well as to God.

Learn to recognize that shadow, that averted face
and guilty air which always goes with wrongdoing.
Make yourself available, stay near the child,
especially at bedtime; give him a chance
to confess on his own volition. If he
hesitates, as most children will, make it
easy for him by gentle inquiry: “Are you
all right, son? Is anything bothering you?
Any trouble today?” Even if you know
what it was, don’t let on you do until he tells
you himself.

Then when it finally comes out, with tears,
perhaps, and shame, do not minimize the wrong if it is
wrong, but never, never scold or rebuke the child.
Thank him for telling you; praise him for doing the
right thing; then show him from the Bible just why his
error was evil if it was sinful. If it was also
disobedience (i.e., if he knew it was wrong), there
may need to be a penalty; but in any case be sure to
pray with him. Always pray. Nothing but the blood of
Jesus applied can really take away the guilt, but that
always does.

A child who is allowed to suit himself on food or
fun or any other animal pleasure will do the same with
sex when he is older. If he snarls at cereal and cottage

cheese and lettuce, but grabs for sugar and soda pop
and ice cream, he will certainly seek out every other
bodily pleasure he can find, licit or illicit.

But a child who is made to eat what is good for
him or else go without will soon learn that natural

mow lawns on a regular basis, encourage him to do it.
He will enjoy it at first, then later he will hate it
cordially. But be inflexible. If God is
merciful to you in allowing you to be
rather hard wup, instead of
comfortably well off, you will have a
much better lever to help the boy keep
at it: the family needs the money.
From an early age, develop the idea that
marriage is not to be considered until at least high
school is over. Better still, instill the idea of not
marrying before the age of 21. Young people are
subject to terrific pressures the other way. The great
host of underprivileged youngsters all around who
have not had the bracing influence of self-discipline
and godliness will quickly slump into the lowest form
of animal living—Iliving together before marriage. But
a young person who has learned self-control will
practice it in his social relations. He will know better
than to give way to mere physical attraction. He will
have learned that his body is untrustworthy, and to be
regarded with suspicion when it clamors for attention.
The generation that knew horses had an advantage
over us. They saw that a horse was no good until he
was broken—taught to obey. The human body is ex-
actly the same—worthless, a menace, until brought
into subjection to the voice of conscience. a
