 vides a fairly decent view, although certainly not the 

most sweeping panorama available in our scenic 

country.

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middle of nowhere, but from this humble warehouse, 

the Word of God is assembled and sent all over the 

world at no charge. As I volunteered at their facility, 

helping to assemble French Cre-

ole versions of the books of John 

and Romans that would then be 

sent to earthquake victims in Hai-

ti, I couldnôt help but remember 

Isaiah 55:11: ñSo shall my word 

be that goeth forth out of my 

mouth; it shall not return unto me 

void, but it shall accomplish that 

which I please, and it shall pros-

per in the thing whereto I sent it.ò 

I never would have imagined such 

an activity going on in the middle 

of a cornfield in Indiana, but Iôve 

come to learn since then that there 

are numerous Seedline-like facili-

t ies in various parts of 

the country. 

Because of this trip, I now 

know that there is a youth center in downtown Indian-

apolis operated by the Good News Ministries. Their 

Youth Center is a place where inner-city kids can ben-

efit from some educational tutoring, a meal, and a ha-

ven from a neighborhood filled with drugs and vio-

lence. I found here a culture very foreign to me and a 

method of Bible instruction somewhat rougher than 

that to which I am typically accustomed, but I also 

found that the Spirit of God was at work and that the 

good news of the gospel was making inroads in a 

place which desperately needed it. 

Because of this trip, I now know that there is 

man named Aaron Wilson who, with his wife Jill, 

purchased a building in their neighborhood and are 

renovating it to be a ministry house to the youth in 

their area. Several of my Bible School colleagues and 

I had the privilege of working on the grounds of their 

new property and praying for God to be at work in 

each person that passed through there. I never would 

have known about this ministry ï I mean, this guy is 

totally off the grid: he doesnôt have a website, his 

ministry (called Str8 Up) doesnôt have a page on the 

internet, and I couldnôt find him 

on Facebook. But fortunately 

for me, at least, Providence saw 

fit to cause our paths to cross, 

and I believe our lives are richer 

for it. It also made me wonder 

how many other off-the-grid 

ministries are going on out 

there. 

 On one hand, I was thank-

ful for these glimpses into what 

God is doing in this particular 

area. But on the other hand, I 

realized that my perception of 

what God was doing in the 

world had been limited by my 

own awareness. I was inspired, 

then, by the realization that the 

Spirit of God is active and con-

ducting many other similar ministries all over the 

world. Could I prove this empirically? No, of course 

not; but do I need to? Should I assume that because 

Iôm not aware of something it is therefore not happen-

ing? To make such an assumption, I think, is truly to 

underestimate the nature of Godôs engagement with 

His creation. 

The scriptural model that emerges here is pic-

tured for us in the very first chapter of Genesis. Weôre 

all familiar with the Creation story, and itôs easy to 

read through the first two chapters of Genesis and 

take note of the classic details: God created the light, 

the land, the fish, the animals, and the human beings. 

But itôs easy, I think, to overlook the pivotal role 

played by the Holy Spirit. Weôre told in Genesis 1:2 

that the earth, prior to Creation Week, was in a chaot-

ic and disorganized state, but that the Spirit of God 

was moving over the surface of the waters.

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W HILE ATTENDING Ferris State Uni-

versity here in Michigan, I once had to 

take a class in art history. One of the pieces of art that 

we studied was Michelangeloôs painting on the Sistine 

Chapel ceiling. 

Artists of that period are greatly misunder-

stood in modern times, and that tends to create many 

skeptical beliefs as to the meaning or message of the 

art in questionðin this case the Creation of Man as 

depicted on the ceiling. There are many things going 

on in this painting, but the focal point is one of great 

importance. On one cloud is God, and on the other, 

Adam. It appears that the artist went to great lengths 

to depict God as reaching out to man with His finger 

stretched to the very limit in order to touch him; but 

manðwell, he is not even alive, making no effort to 

reach back.  

It is my belief that Michelangelo was making 

the point that God is always calling to man, but that 

humanity is too often hardly interested in replying. 

I remember before I was savedðwell, letôs 

just say God wasnôt in the midst of my daily tasks. 

But deep down I knew my eternal jeopardy, though I 

kept recoiling inside and pushing the truth away.  

That was then.  But even now, when God has gotten 

hold of my heart and I know that I am His, I still find 

myself recoiling sometimes when He calls to me. Do I 

reach out to Him the way He is reaching for me? Too 

often the answer is No. I find myself jumping into the 

day and ignoring the still small voice as He calls to 

me to give Him a little time.  

It wasnôt always this way.  I have to ask my-

self, "What has become of me and my spiritual state?" 

Have I grown dull? Do I know God deeper and wider 

than I used to, or less?  The Spirit of God will not fill 

a vessel that is closed to Him.  And I have to 

acknowledge that itôs not the mere work for God 

which I undertake which saves the lost. Taking a hard 

look within, I found I had become just a day-to-day 

personðliving for the moment, dry, empty and at 

times quite lost. 

But that is not the end of this story. Even 

though itôs sometimes hard to believe, I have hope!

I  WORK FOR a large construction manage-

ment firm as an estimator. My job is to 

determine the cost of building whatever project the 

company decides it wants to undertake. In order to get 

a job through the competitive bid process, we must 

submit the lowest bid. The key to success, of course, 

is to come in with the lowest price, but not be too low.  

 In August of 2009, I put together a bid to reno-

vate a waste water treatment facility, which is not our 

typical type of project. Besides being unusual to me, it 

happened to be an $8 million deal, which added its 

own burden of responsibility.  

It turned out, eventually, that we were 

$400,000 lower than the second bidderðbut as we 

analyzed our figures in the ensuing months, we 

learned that our bid had been too low, threatening the 

companyôs welfare. But the good news was that some 

of the funding was later withdrawn, and the estimates 

(thankfully) were rejected.  

Then, in April of 2010, the project was put 

back out to bid. This time, with what we had learned, 

we added over $400,000 to our previous offer. And 

once again, we were the low bidder, but by only 

$50,000 this time. (This sounds like a lot, but it was 

less than one percent lower!) We got the job, and eve-

ryone was satisfiedða huge load off my mind! 

So whatôs the secret? I pray a lot about my 

work, and I believe God has answered these prayers 

in a positive way in the past several months. The com-

pany has benefited from these prayers, even though 

itôs not a Christian firm. Iôd like to tell my co-workers 

the secret, but I donôt think theyôd believe it! 

But we know that God is good, and His great-

ness includes the nuts and bolts of everyday living. ^

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Where Are the Saints? 

W HILE THE WORD ósaintô can be a real put-off, calling up images of 

stuffy, boring people, it is actually a challenge, a chal-

lenge to be like Jesus, and not simply agree with the 

idea. So a saint is simply a disciple who does not 

abandon his original decision to follow Christ. 

If we are going to continue saying yes to God, 

even when itôs difficult, then we must start with See-

ing. God gives us innumerable opportunities to see 

Him, but at first we are only conscious of a few. For 

example, as a child, sitting in an evening Sabbath ser-

vice, music about Jesus made me cry. I did not under-

stand what my heart was responding to, but someone 

wisely told me, ñYour heart is hungry for God.ò This 

God-given response has never left me, propelling me 

to see more of what cannot be seen with natural vi-

sion. 

God often seems to allow a period of noticea-

ble support at the start of the journey. Then comes life 

with its choices. Others tell us, ñYouôre doing a great 

job!ò or, ñI donôt know what we would do without 

you,ò when in reality, God Himself is the only One 

who is really doing a great job, and see where it took 

Him! 

So life goes on, and on, and on, without a lot 

of Seeing as we follow ñwhithersoever He goes.ò Yet 

we are truly following Love, and the Seeing must be 

propelled by love. Only the Ultimate Lover can take 

us from following self, through the process of sancti-

fication, to the final goal of Life Eternal where:

Allowing God to bear our burdens is a pro-

cess. It is tempting to feel we have failed because we 

donôt understand how to put our 

burdens down. We choose to, we 

want to, but still they feel at-

tached!
